Last week when I heard, via Br Michael Lynch from the Salesian Missions Office in
Australia, that you were planning to run an appeal for our Orphanage, I immediately
prayed for you and your generous colleagues.

Right now we are in a very difficult and tight financial situation. We have 109 girls in
the orphanage. we have no regular source of funds and costs are rising all the time. we
rely on Providence.

We are urgently in need of money just for the ordinary day-to-day living expenses: food,
clothing, fuel for the generator etc.

There is no doctor in Laga. When a girl is ill we have to take her for medical treatment
to Baucau, a journey of about one hour. And fuel is very expensive.

The most direct way of transferring money to us is through the Salesian Missions Office.
we will be most grateful for any help you are able to generate for us.

What can we do in return ? I assure you that the six Sisters here in the community and
the girls in the Orphanage will pray daily for the members of Lodge Arboreal and their
families.
